What to bring: 

 DO NOT BRING more than you can comfortably carry. You will have to carry your luggage 

on and off the bus and up a ramp to the dorms when you arrive. 
 
Here are some important things to bring. Check the complete list given out at the parent meeting. 

 Old shirts, shorts, jeans or old slacks 

 Hat and sunglasses, sunscreen 

 Long sleeved shirt, warm sweater or sweatshirt 

 Camera and film 

 Raincoat or poncho 

 Warm sleeping bag (or extra blanket), pillow 

 Underwear 

 Bath towel 

 Toothbrush and toothpaste (any bathroom needs) 

 Flashlights with batteries 

 Tennis shoes (flip flops for showers) 

 Plastic bag(s) for wet items 

 Water bottle 

 Prescription or OTC medications if needed (Mrs.Young MUST hold them for you) 
 Place any needed medication in a ZipLock bag with your name written on it. 

 Money for student store: T-shirt $15.00 and Hooded sweatshirt $30.00  There are other items to purchase 
aswell. 

 
Remember: 

Put name and school name on luggage and sleeping bag. (A good idea is to put sleeping bag in a garbage 
bag with pillow.) 

 
General Camp Rules: 

 Students should always be with a chaperone. No wandering. 

 No food or drinks are allowed in the dorms because this attracts insects and animals. 

 Dorms are off limits to the opposite sex and other groups. 

 No hiking without Astrocamp supervision. 
 NO horseplay, NO rock throwing. A simple X-ray or stitch is at least a four-hour round trip. 

 Keep dorms and restrooms clean. 

 Be on time for all programs, sessions and meals. 

 Electronics are not advised.
